NOTICE TO ALL REGARDING THE 
MEXICAN RIVIERA CRUISE 

  
We have corrections to the information appearing 
in the October 2006 Newsletter regarding the 8 
Night Cruise to the Mexican Riviera.  The DATES 
are wrong including the Sail Date, the date when 
the initial deposit must be made and the final 
payment due date.  Please review the following 
which shows the correct dates and expected 
costs.  Sail Date is Tuesday, January 9, 
2007.  Cruise is for 8 nights and leaves from San 
Pedro (Los Angeles).  Ports of Calls are:  
Acapulco, Zihuantanejo (remember the 
Shawshank Redemption getaway location), 
Puerta Vallarta & Cabo San Lucas.  Costs 
range from $321.88 to $728.88.  These are 
inside cabin prices (Port taxes are included in 
these totals).  The difference in price is based 
upon accommodations and number in each 
stateroom or cabin.  Those who want to save 
money can be 4 to a cabin (2 are in bunks or roll-
away) for the lowest fare.  These prices can get 
lower depending upon the perks that can be 
negotiated and the number in the group.  The 
discounts will be put into the pool and the prices 
for all will be lowered accordingly.  First 
payment is due November 15th.   We are 
trying to extend that date as far out as possible.  
The down-payment is minimal.  Total payment is 
usually due 45-60 days in advance of sailing and 
we are waiting for confirmation on these dates.   
PASSPORTS ARE REQUIRED.  THESE CAN TAKE 
AROUND 6-8 WEEKS TO PROCESS.  EXPEDITED 
PROCESSING CAN BE DONE IN 2 WEEKS BUT
